¾Special education programs in the United 
States were made mandatory in 1975 when 
the United States Congress passed 
the Education for all Handicapped  
Children Act  (EHA) in response to 
discriminatory treatment by public 
educational agencies against students 
with  disabilities.  

¾The EHA was later renamed the Individuals 
with Disabilities Education  Act  (IDEA). The 
federal laws require states to provide  special 
education consistent with federal standards 
as a condition of receiving federal funds.  



¾ IDEA entitles every student to:  

ÁA free and appropriate education (FAPE)  

ÁIn the  least restrictive environment  (LRE) 

 

¾Parents become part of the multidisciplinary 

team, along with the local educational 

agency professionals, and collaborate with 

team members to make decisions on 

educational placement.   

¾Parents have the option of refusing Special 

Education services for their child.  

 



¾To ensure a FAPE, a team of professionals 

from the local educational agency meet with 

the student's parents to:  

Áidentify the student's unique educational needs,  

Áto develop annual goals for the student, and  

Áto determine the placement, program 

modification, testing accommodations, 

counseling, and other special services that the 

student needs 



¾These choices are recorded in a 

written  Individualized Education 

Program (IEP) document.  

¾The school is required to develop and 

implement an IEP that meets the 

requirements of federal and state 

educational standards 

 

¾Additional Placements off campus  

 1. Special Day Class 

 2. Non-public School

¾An IEP is written if the learner has a learning 
disability (i.e. processing disorder) or qualities 
under one of the other 12 areas.  

 

¾If a studentõs deficits do not meet special education 
eligibility criteria, but significant challenges or a 
documented disorder exists, a Section 504 
Accommodation Plan or RTI services may be 
appropriate.  

 

¾ A 504 Accommodation Plan is defined as: 

¾An ongoing document to capture accommodations 
for students needing consistent support.  

¾ Examples: 
¾ Accommodations for ADHD 
¾ Accommodations for medical need
